To the left is   
a fun-inspired ENTERTAINMENT ROOM for the family to play pool, watch a movie (Oz of 
course), or just comfy up by the bay window to read a novel.  The unique Banquet Room 
opens up to the Grand Room which opens up to the Chef’s Quarters.  (That’s a dining room, 
a family room and a kitchen in Oz language…)  This is the center hub of the home which will 
forever encourage family gatherings. 

The Master Oz Suite is not hidden behind a curtain however; the mystery of its 
powers keeps it isolated from the other 3 sleeping areas.
